Dragon - $5,000 donation will be used for AAWC 
programs to address Asian American women's issues  

 
Pheasant - $3,500 donation will support Asian American 
female students during four (4) years of college or fund 
programs for Asian American women's issues  

 
Peacock - $1,500 donation will support Asian American female students during two (2) 
years of college or fund programs for Asian American women's issues  

 
Jade - $1,000 donation from grass root organizations or individuals who share AAWC’s 
vision of improving the quality of life for Asian American women. 
 

All Levels of Giving will receive 10 dinner tickets to the AAWC Annual Banquet.  This year's 
Banquet will be held on June 20th (Friday) at Joy Tsin Lau Restaurant in Chinatown.
